Psychology:  Admission to the Major 
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Before declaring psychology as a major all students must first 
meet the following pre-major requirements:

 Completion of 14 hours of the following Psychology classes, 
with a grade of at least C, with an average GPA of all of these 
four courses of at least 2.5:

Hours Required and General/College Requirements: 
A minimum of 120 semester hours, of which 42 must be advanced, 
and fulfillment of degree requirements for the Bachelor of Arts 
degree as specified in the “General University Requirements” in the 
Academics section of the UNT catalog and the College of Arts and 
Sciences requirements. 
 
UNT Core Curriculum: Complies with the mandates of the 1997 
Texas Legislature regarding requirements for state-assisted 
institutions. Individual academic programs may require courses 
contained in parts of the University Core Curriculum. Students who 
wish to take courses that will fulfill both core and major/program 
requirements simultaneously should check with academic advisors 
for assistance in selecting core courses. 
 
Choice of Catalog: Any student transferring directly from a Texas 
public community college to UNT shall have the same choice of 
catalog designating degree requirements as the student would 
have had if the dates of attendance at the university had been the 
same as the dates of attendance at the community college.

B.S. Psychology Major Requirements 

Additional PSYC TCCNS courses may apply toward major require-
ments, consult UNT advisor prior to selecting PSYC courses beyond 
PSYC 2301.   
 
The B.S. major in Psychology requires students to complete an 
honors thesis as part of the major coursework. 
 
A 3.5 GPA in psychology course work and a 3.0 GPA in all course 
work are required for graduation. 
 
Psychology majors must earn a grade of C or better for any psy-
chology courses used in the degree. 
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Any foreign language 2311 and 2312. 
 
This also satisfies the university core Understanding the Human 
Community Requirement. 
 
Latin courses (2311 and 2312) can be used to satisfy this 
requirement, but will not satisfy the university core Understanding 
the Human Community requirement.  Courses must be taken in 
the same language. 
 
NOTE: Prerequisites for foreign language 2311 and 2312 courses 
are 1311 and 1312 or 1411 and 1412 or 1511 and 1512.  
Placement exams may be available; see your community college 
academic advisor for details.
