College of Business:  Tiered Progression Program 

All students new to UNT’s College of Business are placed into one 
of three tiers:   
 

 Tier One—Pre-business  (PBUS) includes all new freshmen 

and all new transfer students with a transfer GPA between 2.0 
and 2.69.  PBUS students must be advised each semester and 
must attend two approved university or college workshops/
seminars.  PBUS students are restricted to 1000/2000 level 
business courses.  In order to progress and be accepted into 
Tier Two (BUND), students must attain a 2.7 UNT cumulative 
GPA and have completed three of the following designated pre
-business prerequisite courses with a grade of C or higher: 
college-level MATH, ACCT 2301 or 2401, ACCT 2302 or 2402, 
ECON 2301, ECON 2302, DSCI 2710 (offered at UNT only).  

 Tier Two—Business Undergraduate (BUND) students include 

any student with a 2.7 or higher UNT cumulative GPA (or any 
new transfer student with a 2.7 cumulative transfer GPA at 
time of transfer) who has completed at least three of the 
designated pre-business courses.  BUND students are 
restricted to 1000/2000 level business courses.  In order to 
progress to Tier Three—Declared Business major— students 
must have a 2.7 UNT cumulative GPA and have completed all 
of the nine pre-business prerequisite courses with a grade of 
C or higher:  ENGL 1301, ENGL 1302 or 2311, MATH 1325 or 
1425, BCIS 1305 or 1405, ECON 2301, ECON 2302, ACCT 
2301 or 2401, ACCT 2302 or 2402, DSCI 2710 (offered at 
UNT only). 

 Tier Three—Declared Business students are students who 

have successfully completed all nine pre-business 
prerequisites with a grade of C or higher and have a 2.7 UNT 
cumulative GPA. Upon meeting these requirements, students 
will meet with an Academic Advisor in BLB 110 to request an 
official degree plan and acceptance into their choice of one of 
the professional field/majors offered by the College of 
Business. Declared Business students are permitted to enroll 
in 3000/4000 level business courses.
