College of Education requirements.

 Approved Interview Questionnaire; 

 Junior standing (60 credit hours earned); 

 A 2.75 Overall GPA (UNT and transfer hours) AND a 2.75 GPA 
in the core with all graded courses complete; 

 Application for Admission to Teacher Education upon 
completion of all requirements, above.

Professional Development School (PDS): 
Students will participate in a Professional Development School 
during the final two long semesters of their degree/certification 
program which requires they be available during normal public 
school hours.  Courses taken during the first semester of PDS 
include both lecture classes and field experience. The second 
semester of PDS includes one or two lecture classes and 15 weeks 
of student teaching with a one-hour-per-week seminar. Students 
must meet all prerequisites to participate in the PDS and public 
school field experience.  A criminal history check is required prior 
to field experience. 
 
Recommendation for Teacher Certificate: 
To be recommended for certification by UNT, students must: 
 be admitted to UNT’s Teacher Education Program; 

 successfully complete all required academic courses and field 
experiences; 

 pass all required state certification exams; 

 apply for certification and complete fingerprinting.
