®  be actively enrolled at UNT and have a degree plan completed
or in process in the Student Advising Office

® have formally applied and been admitted to Teacher Education
through the College of Education Student Advising Office in
Matthews Hall, Room 105

Eligibility for Teacher Certification and Endorsements:
Teacher certification is a function of the State Board for Educator
Certification. Completion of the bachelor’s degree and the required
education courses does not necessarily result in certification by the
agency. In order to receive recommendation for teacher
certification through the University of North Texas, students must
have:

®  successfully completed an approved teacher education
program for the preparation of secondary teachers

®  successfully completed student teaching, including attendance
at appropriate seminars and passing a comprehensive teacher
preparation examination

® passed the content examination from the American
Association of Family and Consumer Sciences.

Students completing course requirements for the Human
Development and Family Studies teacher certificate will be eligible
to apply to the National Council of Family Relations for the Certified
Family Life Educator credential.

Students completing course requirements for the Family and
Consumer Sciences teacher certificate will be eligible to apply to
the American Association of Family and Consumer Sciences for the
Certified Family and Consumer Sciences credential.
