GPA Requirements:

It is required that students entering the School of
Merchandising and Hospitality Management have a minimum
grade point average of at least 2.25 on all courses completed
at UNT. First term/semester transfer students must have a
transfer grade point average of 2.25.

A grade of “C” or above must be earned in each
merchandising and hospitality management course completed
in residence or transferred to UNT. This includes all courses
with a prefix of SMHM, MDSE, HFMD, DRTL, and HMGT.

Academic requirements for graduation with a BS from the School
of Merchandising and Hospitality Management include:
