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e The BA with a major in physics is designed for students planning to teach physics in public school, taking a double
major or desiring a liberal arts education with a science concentration.

The College of Arts and Sciences expects students to have completed the Texas State recommended high school
program and be ready to enroll in Language 2040 (TCCNS: Language 2311) and a college level mathematics course.
If you are not prepared for this level, the necessary prerequisites will either replace electives or increase the hours
required for this degree.

The College of Arts and Sciences encourages students to explore teaching at the secondary level as a career option.
Students seeking secondary teacher certification should contact the Teach North Texas Program in the College of Arts
and Sciences.
