® To complete the B.S.E.T. Construction Engineering Technology degree within four years, students should plan to
take Calculus I (MATH 2313 or 2413 or 2513) and CNET 1160 (available at UNT only) during the first semester of
their freshman year. Please refer to the four-year plan on page three for a recommended schedule. Students
interested in completing an associate’s degree at a community college may consult with a College of Engineering
advisor about concurrent enroliment options.
