Option IV. Students double majoring in mathematics and another
discipline (typically biology, chemistry, physics or engineering)
that requires at least 12 hours of laboratory science intended for
science and engineering majors may use the same laboratory
science courses that satisfy the requirements for the other major
to satisfy the laboratory science requirement for the mathematics
major.

Option V. Students with a minor in geography or geology may use
GEOL 1401 (1101/1301), GEOL 1403 (1103/1303), and either
PHYS 2425 (2125/2325) or CHEM 1411 (1111/1311) to satisfy the
laboratory science requirement for the mathematics major.

B.S. Mathematics: Foreign Language

Students may complete either of two options to satisfy the College
of Arts and Sciences foreign language requirement:

Option I: Proficiency in a foreign language equivalent to 1312 or
1412 or 1512. Students intending to pursue a graduate degree in
mathematics are encouraged to study French, German or Russian.

Computer Programming: COSC 1315 or COSC 1336 is required.
Students taking mathematics courses at the 2000-level or above
are expected to be competent in computer programming, using
languages such as BASIC, C, C++, Fortran, PASCAL or Java.
Students are encouraged to complete the programming
requirement during their freshman or sophomore year. Students
who have acquired a solid programming competency in a non-
academic setting, such as through work experience, may
demonstrate their programming competency by passing a
departmental exam in place of the COSC 1315 or 1415; or COSC
1336 or 1436 course requirement.

Minor: One of the following is required:

e A minor of at least 18 hours (6 advanced). A minor in
statistics does not fulfill this requirement.
e  Completion of a second major in addition to mathematics.

e  Completion of the certificate program in actuarial science.
