If an applicant does not meet any of the above requirements,
admission will be granted into an engineering preparatory program
(Pre-Engineering) until the applicant completes MATH 1650 (Pre-
Calculus; TCCNS: MATH 2312 or 2412) with a grade of C or better.

College of Engineering foundation courses should be met prior to
acceptance as a full major and/or enrollment in upper-division
College of Engineering courses. Students must achieve a minimum
GPA of 2.5 or higher in the following courses and laboratories with
only grades of “A, B, and C” accepted:
