College Admissions Requirements: Admission to the College of
Music is contingent on clear admission to the University. Entering
transfer students interested in majoring in Music must qualify by
audition on their principal instrument or voice. Preference will be
given to applications received by April 1 for fall admission. For
additional procedures and opportunities, please contact the College
of Music.

Students unable to audition in person may submit a recording
representative of their performance abilities.

Transfer students will take placement examinations in piano and
possibly music theory at New Student Orientation.

At Freshman Orientation, students will take placement
examinations in piano. Transfer students will take similar
examinations at New Student Orientation during registration week.

Special Notes

Hours Required and General/College Requirements: A
minimum of 134 semester hours, of which 42 must be advanced,
and fulfillment of degree requirements for the Bachelor of Music
degree as specified in the general university requirements section
of the UNT catalog and the College of Music requirements.

A minimum overall GPA (including all transferred courses) of 2.00
is required for graduation.
