Teacher Certification Information

Students must complete the required 21 hours in upper-level
education courses and meet all GPA requirements to apply for
state Certification. No TCCNS options available. A 2.75 GPA is
required on Teacher Education courses; see current UNT
Undergraduate Catalog for all requirements.

To be certified to teach in the State of Texas, the student must
successfully pass the following exams:

Exam #1 TEXES: Pedagogy & Professional Responsibilities
(Grades EC-12)
Exam #2 TEXES: LOTE German (EC-12)

Additional requirements for Teacher Certification in German include
2.75 UNT GPA, 2.75 major GPA, and 2.75 GPA in Teacher
Education courses.
