Hours Required and General/College Requirements: A minimum of 129
semester hours, of which 42 must be advanced, and fulfillment of degree
requirements for the Bachelor of Music degree as specified in the general
university requirements section of the UNT catalog and the College of Music
requirements.

UNT Core Curriculum/Transfer of Core Curriculum: UNT complies with the
mandate of the Texas Legislature regarding Core Requirements for state-
assisted institutions.
