Hours Required and General/College Requirements: A minimum of 120

UNT Core Curriculum/Transfer of Core Curriculum: UNT complies with the 
mandate of the Texas Legislature regarding Core requirements for state-
assisted institutions. Students who successfully complete the common core 
curriculum (in whole or in part) at a Texas state-assisted institution of higher 
education are eligible to transfer as “core complete” for those categories in the 
UNT University Core Curriculum.
