Academic Requirements: Art majors and art minors must take courses in 
sequence and must maintain at least a 2.5 grade point average in all art 
courses. Only courses with grades of ‘C’ or better will count toward a student’s 
major requirements. 
 
UNT Core Curriculum/Transfer of Core Curriculum:  UNT complies with the 
mandate of the Texas Legislature regarding Core Requirements for state-
assisted institutions.
