Integrative Studies: Major Requirements
TCCNS options depend on fields chosen by student and approved by advisor.

The 36-hour integrative studies major is comprised of 12 hours in each of three
fields chosen by the student and approved by his or her academic counselor. A
minimum of 6 advanced hours is required in each field.
e At least one field must be chosen from among those offered in the
College of Liberal Arts & Social Sciences.
e  If more than one field is chosen from outside the College of Liberal Arts
& Social Sciences, both may not be selected from the same school or
college.
e  No more than one field may be selected from a single department within
the College of Liberal Arts & Social Sciences.
e A minimum grade of ‘C’ is required in each course counting toward the
major.
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Special Notes

Hours Required and General/College Requirements: A minimum of 120
semester hours, of which 42 must be advanced, and fulfillment of degree
requirements for the Bachelor of Arts degree as specified in the General
University Requirements section of the UNT catalog and the College of Liberal
Arts and Social Sciences requirements.

UNT Core Curriculum/Transfer of Core Curriculum: UNT complies with the
mandate of the Texas Legislature regarding Core requirements for state-assisted
institutions. Students who successfully complete the common core curriculum
(in whole or in part) at a Texas state-assisted institution of higher education are
eligible to transfer as “core complete” for those categories in the UNT University
Core Curriculum.

Individual academic programs may require courses contained in parts of the
University Core Curriculum. Students who wish to take courses that will fulfill
both core and major/program requirements simultaneously should check with
academic advisors for assistance in selecting core courses.

Choice of Catalog: Any student transferring directly from a Texas public
community college to UNT shall have the same choice of catalog designating
degree requirements as the student would have had if the dates of attendance at
the university had been the same as the dates of attendance at the community
college.

The College of Liberal Arts and Social Sciences required curriculum and policies
are located in the undergraduate catalog under the corresponding catalog year.
